Dear Editor:

| feel it is necessary to write a word
of caution regarding the use of garden
netting to entrap snakes as described
In the article “Netting Saves Nestlings
from Snakes” Siafia 15(1):22.

Those of us who are concerned
about wlidlife should be aware that
garden netting is not only a deathtrap
for snakes, but alsc for birds. Like
shakes, blrds can become hopelessly
entangled In such netting. On one
occasion last summer, It required a full
30 minutes of carefully snipping away
(with manlcure scissors) the netting
which held a Blue Jay captlve and Im-
mobllized. The open mesh netting was
tangled around both feet, wrapped
under and over both wings several
times, and looped tightly around the
bird's neck. Obviously, this bird had en-
dured extreme torment as it struggled
Invain to free Itself.

My slister had just purchased this
netting to protect her blueberry bushes
from birds, but we gquickly removed It
and disposed of It. Disposal of plastic
netting also presents a problem for
conslderation. Not only will It be a
long-lasting ‘‘contribution™ to the local
landflll, but It may remain a hazard to
wildlite there If any part of the netting
Is left exposed.

Thankfully, | can wrlte a happy end-
Ing to the story of this Jay, for he was
dlscovered and cut free in time to save
his life. Unfortunately, whare garden
netting of thls type Is used, many other
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creatures will meet with an unhappy
ending to their lives. Bluebirds could
just as easily become snsnared by pur-
suing an insect within the very netting
Intended to protect thelr nest boxes
from snakes.

NABS members should be aware
that garden netting can be a deathtrap
for wlldlife, including the very specles
we are trying to assist!

When checking boxes containing older
nestlings, | slide a sheet of light-weight
clear plexiglas® Inslde the door before
It Is opened wlde. This gives a clear
vlew of the chicks. it Is only one of the
many useful artlcles carried In my tack-
le box.

Thig fs the ninth year for my trall,
Each year | add a few boxes tlll now
they number 55. In 1992, 50 boxes
fledged 190 bluebirds, 50 Tree Swal-
lows, and 12 House Wrens.

Some years ago a female red squlr-
rel chewed the entrance hole on one of
my bluebird boxes large enough for her
to crawl I[nside and ralse her young.
The followIng spring | nalled a raccoon
guard over the enlarged hole, That
didn’t stop the squlirrel. She chewed
the 'coon guard opening larger and de-
stroyed a blueblrd nest with flve eggs
in it.

The blueblrds checked out another
box about 100 feet away but apparent-
ly didn't like the 'coon guard. They
moved into another box without a
guard. In late June, two or three days
after the babies hatched, mother and
babies were devoured by raccoons.

The father bluebird spent the rest of
the summer grleving for his mate and
family.

A metal washer witha 1 1/2 inch hole
attached to the box colncident with the
entrance should prevent most red
squirrel predation, according to Dr.
Zeleny. Whether red squirreis can en-
ter 1 1/2 inch holes without enlarging
them should be studled. He notes that
red squirrels are much worse offend-
ers than gray squirrels in regard to pre-
dating bluebird nests.

Dear Editor:

As | checked my bluebird trail of 25
boxes (some on trees, some on poles),
| became aware that the boxes on the
trees were uninhablted by any species.
When | looked Inside these boxes,
each one had gypsy moth caterpillars,
feces, andfor cocoons plus egg
masses later In the season. Those
boxes on poles had no evidence of
gypsy moths.

| moved all boxes that had been
mounted on trees to free-standing
poles. | dlscovered also that boxes
which birds had begun to occupy were
deserted as scon as the gypsy moths
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began to accumulate in them.

These insects have not been a prob-
lem in previous years. | belleve the
gypsy moth has become a new enemy
due to the spraylng of the population.
The moths find safety from the spray in
the blueblrd boxes.

This Is one more reason to mount
bluebird boxes only on poles.

My boxes are made of wood,
painted and repalnted with lInseed oll,
wood preservative, and, finally, a good
grade latex paint. The roofs are cov-
ered wlth asbestos shingles to retard
weathering and they do produce—178
nestings {not nest/ings) in 1991,

Back to the MYCO story. | ordered 3
houses and they arrived. | was shocked!
They were made of PAPER (cardboard).
So | sent the whole mess back and re-
quested a refund. We'il see how that
turns out. | complained to CCL. Al-
though the ad did not specify the ma-
terlal Involved, | assumed something
more substantial than paper.

Perhaps If you Included the Informa-
tion In S/alla that the product put out
by MYCO is paper, it might save some-
one else scme grlef.

Qulck! | need a blueblrd nest hox
—ANQTHER one! To continue the tale
begun In the last Issue of Sialla, a flne
pair of bluebirds came and expressed a
deep Interest In the backyard nest box.
Chickadees, however, heat them to the
nesting. A qulick search around the
garage revealed that the supply of tran-
slent boxes was temporarlly exhausted.
| know where to get a box gulckly, so |
think | can still please the Investigat-
Ing, but not yet nesting, blueblrd palr.

The dearth of nest boxes at NABS
headquarters Is the result of a happy
event which took place during the long
Presidents’ Day weekend In February.
| was invited to install a blueblird trall In
Washington, NJ, by my good frlend
Father Frederick Mlllsr. He Is director
of the 100 acre Roman Catholic Blue
Army Shrine. Fr. Mlller recognized the
shring’s beautlful grounds as potaential
blueblird habitat when | had descritbed
to him the plight of the blueblrd.

My personal challange of carrying
out this project was the dual one faced
by many blueblrders; how to erect the
boxes and how to monltor them. | am
not able to bulld boxes and am not
close enough to monitor this trail, Tom
and Dlane Qrenchik, of nearby River-
dale, MD, came quickly to mind. Tom,
as a talented young archltect, could
solve the problem of finishing and In-
stalling nine nest boxas which | had
lylng around In varlous states of com-
pletlon. Then Tom, Dlane and thelr
children could make an excurslon with
me to place the boxes In sultable loca-
tions on the shrine’s grounds. What
about monltoring? | checked the NABS
membershlp list to see If any WashIng-
ton, NJ, names were there. There were
several, | successfully connected with
Robert and Grace Kocher who met us
on the ground mid-morning and ob-
served what we had done. It was a
happy and hopeful day as we remi-
nisced about New Jersey's Mr. Blue-
bird—Junlus Birchard. Before his
death In 1988, he had singlehandedly
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educated thousands of psopie In the
middle section of the state about the
ngeds of the bluebird, surely increas-
ing the bird's population substantlally
In that location. Let’s hope blusebirds
wlll thrive at the peaceful Shrine of Qur
Lady of Fatima.

Another method of peace-keeping
exlsts at Andrews Alr Force base near
Washlington, D.C., where another new
bluebird trail was erected recently.
Rich Dolesh’s efforts there resuited In
a newly Installed 90 box trall which
went up In early March. Rich wlll be re-
membered by Maryland bluebirders as
a former NABS board member who Is
currently employed as chief of Interpre-
tatlon and conservation of Prince
George’s County, Maryland-National
Capltal Park and Planning Commls-
slon.

Rich was invited to serve on a
commlttes seeking ways to dispose of
hazardous waste. The commlittee in-
vestigated posslbtlities for disposal on
Andrews Alr Force Base where Rich
couldn’t resist pointing out the poten-
tlal for blueblrd conservation exIsting
cn the base. The officlals, In turn,
couldn’t resist Rich's suggestion—he
can be very persuasive when extolling
the virtues of biuebird conservation.
Thus, Rich worked out all the detalls of
the trall with base authorities. The trall
was |naugurated with a rousing cere-
meny and lunchaon to which Founder
Larry Zeleny, Treasurer Chuck Dupree,
and | were invited. The bluebird was
teatured front and center, since It Is
the offlcial bird of Prince George's

County—by Rich's account, the Blue-
bird Capital of the WORLD! County
Executlve Parrls Glendening and An-
drews Alr Force base commander Gen-
eral Bllly Mitchell pledged to promote
bluebird conservation throughout the
area. The icing on the cake for me was
seelng the happy smlle on the face of
the General's wife, Molly Mitchell, as
she accepted a copy of Larry’s book
The Biuebird. She immedlately Joined
the socletyl Bluebirds wlll wing thelr
way on the base with the help of the
89th Alrllft Wing.

“Get out the blueblird-word” Is the
cry from many of those corresponding
with and telephoning headquarters.
Jerry Hartley, of Enterprise, AL, worked
extensivaly with Matthew Hersant on
hls Eagle Scout prolect which was
bullding, erecting, and monitoring a
blueblird trall. Jerry sald, “Even though
| have helped Scouts in the past with
blueblrd projects In conjunctlon with
thelr Eagle Scout awards, thls was my
first Invitation to be a part of the award
program. | was asked to help the aud-
lence understand Matthew's project. |
elected to respond with a ‘Letter of
Appreclation and Commendation’ and
to present the ‘Certificate of Achleve-
ment.’ Both were wel! received.”

Katherine Roberds Cox, of Mona-
hans, TX, came up with a new angle.
"l want to subscribe to your magazine
which I've seen In our local llbrary at
San Saba, Texas. | don't belleve that
they subscribe, rather that some Indl-
vidual donates their coples. I’'ve only
seen three coples, so whoever is donat-
ing does not do so on a regular basls.”

Don Kopff, of Beaver Dam, W|, has
been assisting the efforts of the Bluse-
bird Restoration Assoclation of Wis-
consin (BRAW) and recently requested
a membershlp for the Senior Cltizens’
Center In Beaver Dam. He reported that
more than 20 men are Involved in build-
ing nest boxes at the center. ““We go to
construction projects for free cut-off
lumber—no problem getting all the
wood we want. We can sell very rea-
sonably and [It] has proved to be a
great fund ralser for the center. The
money s used for various Improve-
ments: 60 new chalrs, new TV and VCR,
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new floors, two pool tables, etc. These
specles use the boxes: bluebird, wren,
Tree Swallow, kestrel, owl, and
squlirrels.”

The following tale Indlcates that
blueblrd conservation has proponents
of varylng ages and falths. From the
Lutheran  Camping  Corporation’'s
“Bluebird Tralls & Tails at the Witte!
Farm,” we learned that Benjamin
Leese of Spring Grove, PA, started a
btueblrd trall through his 4-H group.
“Ben |s using 35 boxes with slx styles
of predator controls to study thelr con-
trol of predators and hindrance to blue-
birds.”

Dana Saluga, of Abingdon, MD, Is
another promoter of blueblrd conserva-
tlon through llbrary displays at the Bel
Alr library. This year 325 coples of the
NABS brochure, “Where Have All the
Bluebirds Gone?" were picked up by
patrons. This points out the value of
llbrary “advertising.” Anyone else want
totry this?

In jolning NABS, BIll Harmon, of
Whiting, NJ, reported, ‘| was recruited
for bluebird monltoring early this year
by the very same Lols Morris men-
tioned by Rachel A. Willlams In her artl-
cle in the Summer 1892 Issue of Sialla.
| may be a newcomer to blueblrds, but
I'll bet not many members have a more
appropriate malling address than me.”
{He lives on Blueblird Lane.)

Longtime member Ethelene Allen,
of Willow Spring, NC, wrote describing
her Joys and disappolntments watch-
Ing the ups and downs of bluebirding
as she carrles out her job dellvering
mall on a 17 mile rural route In her
town. She repcrted belng frustrated by
many who erect blueblrd boxes but per-
mit sparrows to nest. Ethelene man-
aged to asslst several patrons In spar-
row removal, and conctuded with these
words, "There are too many sad stories
but many people continue to fight
House Sparrows, and blueblrds are In-
creasing.”

NABS’ audlo cassette tape “Blue-
birds, Fly” captured the fancy of Lel-
lanl Glliesple, of Wiimington, DE:*|
wrote to tell you of the enjoyment the
‘Bluebird, Fly’ tape has brought me
and my friends. It's very touching and a
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lovely melody.

“l wrote before about the family
we helped. So far there’s one male and
two females spendIng time around our
yard. They eat the suet, mealworms,
and waxworms | put out. it’s funny to
watch them go Into their old nest box
to keep warm. A [ot of House Finches
follow them. They don’t seem to ming.
The tinches can’t get into the diner.”

A polgnant letter from Gene S.
Miller, of Winter Haven, FL. “| was so
occupled with work caused by Hurri-
cane Andrew (| work for a large insur-
ance company) that | didn’t have time
for blrds. If you have had any Sialias of
mine returned, ! would certainly like to
have them. | suspect they (the publica-
tions) were more than likely stolen.

“The small trail that | set up in a
closed area of the Green Swamp con-
sisting of 20 boxes was occupied last
spring by three famliles of bluebirds
and one famlly of titmice much to my
dellght.” Our hope is that gocd hous-
ing for humans will soon help all those
afflicted by that terrlble hurricane—
and providing housing for birds may lift
the human spirlt.

Another dlsaster which had dirs

conssquences was the Blizzard of '93.
Inthe NABS' headquarters area human
needs were mostly met, and bluebirds
did survlve the snowy onslaught. An
amusing photo was sent by QOtls and
Kathryn Lee, of Arvilla, ND. A wagon
full of newly constructed Peterson
nest boxes sat stationary in several
feet of snow. The neatly printed cap-
tion read "Eastern Bluebird Express on
the trek West bogged down in the win-
ter of '93 near Arvilla, North Dakota,”

In closing, | think about the event-
ful winter Just past, the bluebird adven-
tures just ahead—God willing—and |
applaud the thoughts expressed by
Amy Pollvka, of Omaha, NE, who wrote:
“| attended the 1992 meeting in Minn-
eapolis and it was the first NABS ex-
perience [| had had]. It was very much
worth it and [I] met very nice people.

“My husband is ‘Into’ bluebirding
s0 am changing to a family member-
ship. If he can't make it to Georgia this
year, I'll go by myself. (I visited Calla-
way Gardens 20 years ago and remem-
ber how pretty it was.)”’

Toward this end, the Society will work, within the
bounds of effective conservation, to study those
obstacles impeding bluebird recovery; to publish
results of those studies; to promote ideas and
actions which might reduce the effect of those
obstacles; and to obtain a more complete knowl-
edge about bluebird ecology, in the hope of
tearning more about the ecology of humankind.
